SECTION 1. Article 6 of the County Law of the State of New York
authorizes a municipality to establish an enhanced emergency
telephone service, known as an E911 system and further authorizes
the imposition of a surcharge upon customers of every telephone
corporation which provides local exchange access service within the
E911 service area.

SECTION 2. The Livingston County Board of Supervisors recognizes
the importance of the health, safety and welfare of the citizens of
Livingston County and furthe?-diecognizes that when the lives or
property of citizens the of Livingston County are in imminent danger
a timely and appropriate assistance must be rendered. The
Livingston County Board of Supervisors further finds that the
enhanced emergency telephone service known as E911 provides
substantial benefits beyond the basic 911 system through the
provision of selective routing and automatic number and location
identification, and that these enhancements significantly reduce
the response time of emergency services.

SECTION 3. Pursuant to and subject to the provisions of Article 6
of the County Law of the State of New York, the Livingston County
Board of Supervisors hereby establishes an E911 system and
authorizes the imposition of a surcharge in the amount of .35G per
access line per month on the customers of every telephone
corporation within Livingston County. The surcharge shall be used
to pay the costs associated with obtaining and maintaining the
tele-communication equipment and telephone services needed to
provide the E911 service within Livingston County. The telephone
corporations shall begin adding such surcharge to the billings of
its' customers on July 1, 1992 and the E911 service shall begin
operation on July 1, 1993.
